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Feature article: Dy(e)ing of Natural Causes
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On a perfect late summer day (Sept. 20), a group of Dun Carraig fibre enthusiasts gathered to explore
the beauty of the plants in our area and what colours could be gotten from them for cloth and yarn.

Starting at Lady Coblaith’s house, we set up mordant baths of tannin (from used tea bags) and alum,
and a dye vat from pokeberries gathered in Leonardtown. A windfall surprise came when Lady
Coblaith whacked off all her orange coreopsis to add to a dye pot.

Mistress Molly stayed behind to watch our pots (and to make sure they didn’t boil) whilst Mary
Poschet led us on a forage around the family farm. Black walnuts, pokeberries, goldenrod, and tickseed
sunflower were harvested, in addition to the broom sedge and yellow dock root Mary had already
gathered.

The weeks since 20 September have been a long and lovely series of dye experiments, the results of

which were shown in a display at Baronial Birthday and are pictured here. Plans are proceeding for

other dye days, and we all now look with an assessing eye at the “weeds” growing by the roadside.
