[1l never forget the first time I felt that way. The event was a War with the Midrealm (aka The Chigger War or The
War the Chiggers Won) during the reign of King Sigmund I. The site was a lake in northeast Oklahoma. As the battle
lines were ]oeing formed in the earh] morning, there was a heavg foggg mist above the lake and swirling around our
knees. The Midrealm lines were ]aareh] visible through the fog, which erased all traces of mundanitg, revealing color-~
ful glimpses of banners and surcoats. It was my first war, and like any medieval soldier I was scared, and ex cited. Then,
just asthe tension had built to almost breaking point for me, behind the Ansteorran lines the haunting wail of a bag-
pipe skirled up into the mist..the hair stood up all over my head and I had tears in my eyes. THAT is still the single
most powerful moment | have ever experienced in the SCA.
